📖 Summary of the Stories

The readings today tell us about a very important moment in Jesus’ life:

● The Big Step: Even though Jesus never did anything wrong, he went to the 
Jordan River to be baptized by his cousin, John the Baptist. John was 
surprised and said, "I should be baptized by you!" But Jesus wanted to 
show that he was ready to follow God’s plan and be close to all of us.

● The Dove and the Voice: As soon as Jesus came out of the water, 
something amazing happened! The sky opened up, and the Holy Spirit 
came down looking like a beautiful, gentle dove and rested on Him.

● A Message from Heaven: Then, a loud voice from the clouds—the voice of 
God the Father—said: "You are my beloved Son, with you I am well 
pleased."

🌟 The Main Theme: "You are God’s Beloved 
Child"

The most important lesson for children today is that God loves you very much, 
just like He loves Jesus.

1. We Belong to God's Family: When Jesus was baptized, it showed the 
world he was God's Son. When we are baptized, we become part of God's 
big, happy family (the Church).

2. The Holy Spirit is Our Friend: Just as the Spirit came down like a dove to 
help Jesus, the Holy Spirit is always with you to help you be kind, brave, 
and helpful.

3. Making God Smile: God told Jesus He was "well pleased" with Him. We 
make God smile when we share our toys, help our parents, and use our 
"light" to make the world a better place.

Instead, he would be like a light for the whole 
world, helping people who are sad or feel like they are stuck in the dark.

📜 The Second Reading: Doing Good (Acts 10:34-38)

Saint Peter tells us that after Jesus was baptized and filled with the Holy Spirit, he 
went everywhere "doing good." He healed people who were sick and showed 
everyone that God loves every single person in the world, no matter where they are 
from.

❤ What This Means for Kids

● You are God’s Child: Just like God called Jesus His "Beloved Son," when 
you were baptized, God whispered to your heart that you are His beloved 
child, too!

● Be a "Helper": Jesus started his work by being kind and helping others. 
You can follow him by being a "light" in your house—maybe by sharing your 
toys or giving someone a hug when they are sad.

● Listen for God: God spoke to Jesus from the clouds. We can listen for 
God’s "voice" when we are quiet in prayer or when we hear stories about 
Him.

📖 Summary of the Stories

The readings today tell us about a very important moment in Jesus’ life:

● The Big Step: Even though Jesus never did anything wrong, he went to the 
Jordan River to be baptized by his cousin, John the Baptist. John was 
surprised and said, "I should be baptized by you!" But Jesus wanted to 
show that he was ready to follow God’s plan and be close to all of us.

● The Dove and the Voice: As soon as Jesus came out of the water, 
something amazing happened! The sky opened up, and the Holy Spirit 
came down looking like a beautiful, gentle dove and rested on Him.

● A Message from Heaven: Then, a loud voice from the clouds—the voice of 
God the Father—said: "You are my beloved Son, with you I am well 
pleased."

🌟 The Main Theme: "You are God’s Beloved 
Child"

The most important lesson for children today is that God loves you very much, 
just like He loves Jesus.

1. We Belong to God's Family: When Jesus was baptized, it showed the 
world he was God's Son. When we are baptized, we become part of God's 
big, happy family (the Church).

2. The Holy Spirit is Our Friend: Just as the Spirit came down like a dove to 
help Jesus, the Holy Spirit is always with you to help you be kind, brave, 
and helpful.

3. Making God Smile: God told Jesus He was "well pleased" with Him. We 
make God smile when we share our toys, help our parents, and use our 
"light" to make the world a better place.

Here is a simple summary of the stories for children:

🌊 The Gospel: Jesus is Baptized (Matthew 3:13-17)

One day, Jesus went to the Jordan River to see his cousin, John the Baptist. 
Even though Jesus had never done anything wrong, he asked John to baptize him. 
John was surprised! He said, "I should be the one asking you to baptize me!" But 
Jesus told him it was the right thing to do.

As soon as Jesus came out of the water, something amazing happened:

📜 The Second Reading: Doing Good (Acts 10:34-38)

Saint Peter tells us that after Jesus was baptized and filled with the Holy Spirit, he 
went everywhere "doing good." He healed people who were sick and showed 
everyone that God loves every single person in the world, no matter where they are 
from.

❤ What This Means for Kids

● You are God’s Child: Just like God called Jesus His "Beloved Son," when 
you were baptized, God whispered to your heart that you are His beloved 
child, too!

● Be a "Helper": Jesus started his work by being kind and helping others. 
You can follow him by being a "light" in your house—maybe by sharing your 
toys or giving someone a hug when they are sad.

● Listen for God: God spoke to Jesus from the clouds. We can listen for 
God’s "voice" when we are quiet in prayer or when we hear stories about 
Him.
