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FPO
Aperuit Illis is an apostolic letter issued by Pope Francis on September 30, 2019. Its 
primary purpose was to establish the Sunday of the Word of God, a day dedicated to 
the celebration, study, and dissemination of the Bible.

The title is Latin for "He opened to them," a reference to the Gospel of Luke (24:45), 
which describes how the risen Jesus appeared to his disciples and "opened their minds 
to understand the Scriptures."

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● Connection to the Eucharist: It highlights the "unbreakable bond" between 
Sacred Scripture and the Eucharist, noting that we encounter Christ at both the 
table of the Word and the table of the Altar.

Why It Matters

The document was a response to requests from the global Catholic community to 
increase "familiarity" with the Bible. Pope Francis encouraged parishes to find creative 
ways to honor the Word, such as:

1. Enthroning the Bible in a prominent place during the liturgy.
2. Highlighting the homily as a vital tool for explaining the scriptures.
3. Training lectors to ensure the Word is proclaimed clearly and with preparation.

On September 30, 2019, Pope Francis issued the 
apostolic letter Aperuit Illis, a document that 
transformed the liturgical calendar by establishing the 
Sunday of the Word of God. The title, Latin for "He 
opened to them," draws from the Gospel of Luke, 
where the risen Christ "opened the minds" of his 
disciples to understand the scriptures.

By dedicating a specific day to the Bible, the Pope 
aimed to deepen the global Church’s appreciation for 
the living dialogue between God and his people.

Key Pillars of the Letter

The document is more than a simple decree; it is a 
theological roadmap for how modern believers should 
interact with holy texts.

● A New Yearly Tradition: The letter designates 
the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time (usually in 
late January) as a day for the celebration, study, 
and dissemination of the Bible.

● The Jerome Connection: Fittingly, the letter 
was signed on the feast of Saint Jerome, the 
scholar who famously argued that to be ignorant 
of the Bible is to be ignorant of Christ himself.

● Ecumenical Unity: Because the date often 
coincides with the Week of Prayer for Christian 
Unity, Pope Francis emphasized that the Bible is 
a vital bridge connecting Christians of all 
denominations and a shared foundation with the 
Jewish people.

● Word and Sacrament: A central theme is the 
"unbreakable bond" between the Bible and the 
Eucharist. The Pope argues that Christ is 
present at two tables: the table of the Word and 
the table of the Altar.

Moving Beyond the Page

Pope Francis was clear that this observance should not 
be a "once-a-year" formality. Instead, it serves as a 
catalyst for parishes to revitalize their relationship with 
scripture through practical actions:

1. Enthronement: Placing the Bible in a 
prominent, honored position during the liturgy.

2. Training: Ensuring lectors are well-prepared to 
proclaim the Word with clarity and passion.

3. The Homily: Encouraging priests to use the 
homily as a vital bridge between the ancient text 
and the daily lives of the faithful.

"A day devoted to the Bible should not be 
seen as a yearly event but rather a 
year-long event, for we urgently need to 
grow in our knowledge and love of the 
Scriptures." — Aperuit Illis, no. 8

Ultimately, Aperuit Illis is a call to action. It challenges 
the faithful to move the Bible from the bookshelf to the 
center of their lives, transforming a historical text into a 
living encounter with the divine.

KKIOC, the Indonesian Catholic Community in Orange 
County, California at St. Philip Benizi Catholic Church 
did not spring up overnight but grew from the strong 
foundations of a precursor organization, Keluarga 
Katolik Indonesia Di Amerika (KKIA). Tracing its 
history back to the mid-1980s, the story of this 
community is one of faith, heritage, and adaptation for 
Indonesian Catholic immigrants in Southern California.

The Founding and Early Mission of KKIA

The idea to form KKIA first emerged in January 1984, 
and the first board and youth group were officially 
formed on February 19, 1984. The organization was 
founded with a clear, dual purpose:

1. Gathering: To provide a Catholic Indonesian 
community for immigrants settling in Southern 
California.

2. Preservation: To serve as a "home away from 
home," allowing Indonesian families to preserve 
their cultural and religious heritage, a crucial 
concern for parents worried that their children 
would lose their Indonesian identity in America.

As a community, they would gather for Indonesian 
mass, communal gatherings, and food sharing, 
reinforcing their shared identity at different parishes 
throughout Southern California. Key activities in the 
early years included which is similar to the activities at 
KKIOC today:

● Indonesian mass
● Rosary and Persekutuan doa (prayer groups)
● Retreats
● Food Fundraising
● Picnics
● Pastoral care (Prayers for the sick, 

Bereavement)
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Challenges and the Transition to KKIOC

A major challenge for the young community centered 
around pastoral support. In the early years, KKIA had to 
entirely fund the Indonesian priests who came from 
Indonesia to serve the congregation. This was a 
substantial burden, requiring the community to raise 
approximately $40,000 per year to cover the priests' 
housing, transportation, insurance, and medical bills.

A pivotal change in the community's structure came 
around the year 2000. Recognizing the financial strain, 
the leadership proposed a new model: sourcing 
Indonesian priests from the local diocese, mirroring the 
approach used by a Catholic Indonesian community in 
San Francisco.

While initially rejected over concerns of dividing the 
greater organization, the idea was ultimately accepted. 
This decision necessitated the organization to be 
divided by chapters, allowing the priests to establish 
residency at a specific local parish.

This restructuring, rooted in the need for a sustainable 
pastoral model, led directly to the creation of the St. 
Philip Benizi Indonesian Catholic Community (KKIOC) 
in the early 2000s. The emergence of KKIOC marked 
the evolution of the community, carrying forward the 
mission of KKIA—to serve as a "bridge" in the 
adjustment period for new immigrants—while adapting 
to a new, sustainable organizational and pastoral 
structure within the local Catholic Church.

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VATICAN CITY — In a forceful and wide-ranging 
address that has already been dubbed his "State of the 
World" speech, Pope Leo XIV delivered a stark warning 
to the international community on January 9, 2026, 
declaring that "war is back in vogue" and cautioning 
against a rising tide of "Orwellian" intolerance.

Speaking to the Vatican Diplomatic 
Corps—ambassadors from the 184 nations that 
maintain relations with the Holy See—the Pontiff 
offered a sobering assessment of the global landscape 
in his first major New Year address since his election in 
May 2025.

"A Diplomacy of Force"

The central theme of the Pope's address was the 
erosion of multilateralism and the collapse of the 
post-World War II order. Pope Leo XIV lamented that 
the "diplomacy of dialogue" is rapidly being replaced by 
a "diplomacy of force," where peace is no longer sought 
as a mutual good but as a condition imposed by the 
victor.

"The principle established after the Second World War, 
which prohibited nations from using force to violate the 
borders of others, has been completely undermined," 
the Pope stated. He specifically criticized the current 
geopolitical climate where "a zeal for war is spreading," 
driven by nations prioritizing dominance over the rule of 
law.

Global Conflicts and Humanitarian Law

The Holy Father did not shy away from specific 
conflicts. He addressed the ongoing wars in Ukraine 
and the Middle East, as well as rising tensions in 
Venezuela, specifically noting the U.S. military 
operations there.

He issued a plea for the respect of international 
humanitarian law, emphasizing that the protection of 
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civilians and essential infrastructure—such as hospitals 
and homes—must prevail over military ambitions. "We 
cannot ignore that the destruction of hospitals, energy 
infrastructure, homes and places essential to daily life 
constitutes a serious violation," he warned.

The "Orwellian" Turn in Culture

Beyond geopolitics, Pope Leo XIV turned his gaze to 
Western culture, criticizing what he termed a "new 
Orwellian-style language." He argued that in an attempt 
to be inclusive, modern discourse is paradoxically 
"excluding those who do not conform to the ideologies 
that are fueling it."

He linked this linguistic ambiguity to a broader attack on 
religious freedom and conscience. The Pope defended 
the right to conscientious objection, particularly for 
healthcare workers refusing to participate in abortion or 
euthanasia, and for those refusing military service. He 
further condemned the commercialization of human life, 
strongly rejecting surrogacy as a violation of the dignity 
of both mother and child.

The Two Cities

Framing his worldview through the lens of St. 
Augustine's City of God, Pope Leo drew a distinction 
between the "City of God," characterized by charity, and 
the "earthly city," defined by the "lust for domination" 
and self-love. He suggested that the current global 
instability stems from this "earthly" drive for power and 
pride, urging diplomats to instead build a society 
grounded in truth and justice.

The address sets a distinct tone for the new pontificate, 
signaling that the Vatican will continue to be a vocal 
critic of both military aggression and what it sees as 
cultural authoritarianism in the West.

Write a summary and theme of the Catholic readings on 1/25/2026 directed 
for young Children

On Sunday, January 25, 2026, the Catholic Church celebrates the Third Sunday 
in Ordinary Time. This day is also known as the Sunday of the Word of God, a 
special time to celebrate how God speaks to us through the Bible.

📖 The Story: "The Great Invitation"

The readings today tell us about how Jesus started his big mission to help the 
world.

● A Bright Flashlight: The first reading (from Isaiah) says that people were 
walking in the dark, but then they saw a huge, bright light. That light is 
Jesus! He came to bring joy and make everything bright again.

● The Call by the Sea: In the Gospel, Jesus is walking along the beach. He 
sees Peter and Andrew, who are fishermen, throwing their nets into the 
water.

● Fishers of Men: Jesus calls out to them, "Follow me, and I will make you 
fishers of men!" * The Big "Yes": Peter, Andrew, James, and John didn't 
say, "Wait a minute" or "Maybe later." They dropped their nets right away 
and followed Jesus to help him share God's love.

📖 Summary: The Big Catch

The stories today show us that Jesus is like a bright light that helps everyone see 
the way to God.

● A Great Light: The first reading tells us that people who were living in a 
"dark" or sad place saw a huge, bright light. That light is Jesus! He comes 
to bring joy, like the feeling of a big harvest or a giant celebration.

● The Special Invitation: In the Gospel, Jesus is walking by the Sea of 
Galilee. He sees some brothers, Peter and Andrew, who are busy catching 
fish. Jesus calls out to them: "Follow me, and I will make you fishers of 
men!" * Ready to Go: Peter, Andrew, and then two more brothers, James 
and John, didn't wait around. They left their nets and their boats right away 
to follow Jesus and help Him tell the world about God’s love.

🌟 The Main Theme: "Following the Light"

The big lesson for children today is that Jesus invites YOU to be on His team!

1. Jesus is our Flashlight: Sometimes we feel scared or don't know what to 
do (like being in the dark). Jesus is the light that shows us how to be kind 
and happy.

2. "Fishing" for People: Being a "fisher of men" doesn't mean using a real 
fishing pole! It means "catching" people’s hearts by showing them love and 
inviting them to know Jesus.

3. Being a Team: St. Paul tells us in the second reading that we shouldn't 
argue or be on different "sides." We are all on Team Jesus, working 
together like parts of one body.

🌟 The Main Theme: "Jesus Calls My Name"

The big lesson for children today is that Jesus wants you on His team!

1. Leaving the "Nets" Behind: Just like the fishermen left their nets, we can 
leave behind things like grumpiness or selfishness to follow Jesus.

2. Catching People with Love: Being a "fisher of men" means "catching" 
people’s hearts. We don't use hooks or nets; we use kindness, smiles, 
and helping hands to bring people to God’s family.

3. One Big Family: St. Paul tells us today that we should all get along. Since 
we are all on Team Jesus, we should try our best not to argue and to be 
great teammates to each other.

🎨 Craft Idea: The "Heart-Fisher" Net

To remember today's story, you can make a simple "fishing net":

● The Net: Use a mesh fruit bag (like the ones oranges come in) or draw a 
grid on a piece of paper.

● The Fish: Cut out small paper fish.
● The Mission: On each fish, write the name of a friend or family member.
● The Activity: Place the fish in the "net" and say a little prayer for each 

person, asking Jesus to help you show them His light this week!

Would you like me to find a coloring page of Jesus calling the fishermen or a 
short "Follow the Leader" game you can play to practice following Jesus?

💡 Something to Talk About

Ask your child: "If Jesus walked into our house today and said, 'Follow me,' what 
kind thing would he want us to do first?"

Quick Activity: Have your child practice their "Fast Yes." When you 
ask them to help with something small today, they can say "Yes, just 
like the Apostles!" and do it right away.

● Kaitan dengan Santo Hieronimus:  Sesuai 
dengan namanya, surat tersebut ditandatangani 
pada hari raya Santo Hieronimus, cendekiawan 
yang terkenal berpendapat bahwa ketidaktahuan 
tentang Alkitab berarti ketidaktahuan tentang 
Kristus sendiri.

● Kesatuan Ekumenis: Karena tanggal tersebut 
sering bertepatan dengan Pekan Doa untuk 
Persatuan Kristen, Paus Fransiskus menekankan 
bahwa Alkitab adalah jembatan penting yang 
menghubungkan umat Kristen dari semua 
denominasi dan fondasi bersama dengan umat 
Yahudi.

● Sabda dan Sakramen: Tema sentralnya adalah 
"ikatan yang tak terpisahkan" antara Alkitab dan 
Ekaristi. Paus berpendapat bahwa Kristus hadir di 
dua meja: meja Sabda dan meja Altar.
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Melangkah Melampaui Halaman Kitab Suci
Paus Fransiskus menegaskan bahwa peringatan ini 
seharusnya bukan sekadar formalitas "sekali setahun". 
Sebaliknya, peringatan ini berfungsi sebagai katalis 
bagi paroki-paroki untuk menghidupkan kembali 
hubungan mereka dengan Kitab Suci melalui 
tindakan-tindakan praktis:

1. Penempatan Kitab Suci: Menempatkan Alkitab 
di posisi yang menonjol dan terhormat selama 
liturgi.

2. Pelatihan: Memastikan para lektor dipersiapkan 
dengan baik untuk mewartakan Firman dengan 
jelas dan penuh semangat.

3. Homili: Mendorong para imam untuk 
menggunakan homili sebagai jembatan penting 
antara teks kuno dan kehidupan sehari-hari 
umat beriman.

"Hari yang dikhususkan untuk Alkitab 
seharusnya tidak dipandang sebagai peristiwa 
tahunan, tetapi sebagai peristiwa sepanjang 
tahun, karena kita sangat perlu untuk 
bertumbuh dalam pengetahuan dan kasih kita 
akan Kitab Suci." — Aperuit Illis, no. 8

Pada akhirnya, Aperuit Illis adalah seruan untuk 
bertindak. Ini menantang umat beriman untuk 
memindahkan Alkitab dari rak buku ke pusat kehidupan 
mereka, mengubah teks sejarah menjadi perjumpaan 
hidup dengan ilahi.

Komunitas Katolik Indonesia St. Philip Benizi (KKIOC) 
tidak muncul dalam semalam, melainkan tumbuh dari 
fondasi kuat organisasi pendahulu, Keluarga Katolik 
Indonesia Di Amerika (KKIA). Menelusuri sejarahnya 
kembali ke pertengahan tahun 1980-an, kisah 
komunitas ini adalah tentang iman, warisan, dan 
adaptasi bagi imigran Katolik Indonesia di California 
Selatan.

Pendirian dan Misi Awal KKIA

Gagasan untuk membentuk KKIA pertama kali muncul 
pada Januari 1984, dan pengurus serta kelompok 
pemuda pertama secara resmi dibentuk pada 19 
Februari 1984. Organisasi ini didirikan dengan tujuan 
ganda yang jelas:

1. Berkumpul: Untuk menyediakan komunitas 
Katolik Indonesia bagi imigran yang menetap di 
California Selatan.

2. Pelestarian: Untuk berfungsi sebagai "rumah 
yang jauh dari rumah," memungkinkan keluarga 
Indonesia melestarikan warisan budaya dan 
agama mereka, sebuah kekhawatiran penting 
bagi orang tua yang khawatir anak-anak mereka 
akan kehilangan identitas Indonesia mereka di 
Amerika.

Sebagai sebuah komunitas, mereka akan berkumpul 
untuk Misa Indonesia, pertemuan komunal, dan berbagi 
makanan, memperkuat identitas bersama mereka. 
Kegiatan utama pada tahun-tahun awal meliputi:

● Misa Indonesia
● Doa Rosario dan Persekutuan doa (kelompok 

doa)
● Retret
● Penggalangan Dana Makanan
● Piknik
● Pelayanan Pastoral (Doa untuk orang sakit, 

Penghiburan duka)
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Tantangan dan Transisi ke KKIOC

Tantangan utama bagi komunitas muda ini berpusat 
pada dukungan pastoral. Pada tahun-tahun awal, KKIA 
harus mendanai sepenuhnya para imam Indonesia 
yang datang dari Indonesia untuk melayani jemaat. Ini 
adalah beban yang besar, mengharuskan komunitas 
untuk mengumpulkan sekitar $40.000 per tahun untuk 
menutupi biaya perumahan, transportasi, asuransi, dan 
tagihan medis para imam.

Perubahan penting dalam struktur komunitas terjadi 
sekitar tahun 2000. Menyadari kesulitan keuangan, 
Lepie Pranata mengusulkan model baru: mencari imam 
Indonesia dari keuskupan setempat, meniru 
pendekatan yang digunakan oleh kelompok Katolik 
Indonesia di San Francisco.

Meskipun awalnya ditolak karena kekhawatiran akan 
memecah organisasi, ide tersebut akhirnya diterima. 
Keputusan ini mengharuskan organisasi dibagi 
berdasarkan chapter, memungkinkan para imam untuk 
memiliki residensi di paroki lokal tertentu.

Restrukturisasi ini, yang berakar pada kebutuhan akan 
model pastoral yang berkelanjutan, secara langsung 
mengarah pada pembentukan Komunitas Katolik 
Indonesia St. Philip Benizi (KKIOC) di awal tahun 
2000-an. Munculnya KKIOC menandai evolusi 
komunitas, meneruskan misi KKIA—untuk berfungsi 
sebagai "jembatan" dalam masa penyesuaian bagi 
imigran baru—sambil beradaptasi dengan struktur 
organisasi dan pastoral baru yang berkelanjutan di 
dalam Gereja Katolik setempat.

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KOTA VATIKAN — Dalam pidato yang kuat dan luas 
yang telah dijuluki sebagai pidato "Keadaan 
Dunia"-nya, Paus Leo XIV menyampaikan peringatan 
keras kepada komunitas internasional pada 9 Januari 
2026, menyatakan bahwa "perang kembali menjadi 
tren" dan memperingatkan terhadap gelombang 
intoleransi "Orwellian" yang meningkat.

Berbicara kepada Korps Diplomatik 
Vatikan—duta besar dari 184 negara yang menjalin 
hubungan dengan Takhta Suci—Paus menawarkan 
penilaian yang serius tentang lanskap global dalam 
pidato Tahun Baru besar pertamanya sejak 
pemilihannya pada Mei 2025.

"Diplomasi Kekuatan"
Tema sentral pidato Paus adalah terkikisnya 
multilateralisme dan runtuhnya tatanan pasca-Perang 
Dunia II. Paus Leo XIV menyesalkan bahwa "diplomasi 
dialog" dengan cepat digantikan oleh "diplomasi 
kekuatan," di mana perdamaian tidak lagi dicari 
sebagai kebaikan bersama tetapi sebagai kondisi yang 
dipaksakan oleh pemenang.

"Prinsip yang ditetapkan setelah Perang Dunia 
Kedua, yang melarang negara-negara menggunakan 
kekuatan untuk melanggar batas-batas negara lain, 
telah sepenuhnya dirusak," kata Paus. Dia secara 
khusus mengkritik iklim geopolitik saat ini di mana 
"semangat untuk berperang menyebar," didorong oleh 
negara-negara yang memprioritaskan dominasi di atas 
supremasi hukum.

Konflik Global dan Hukum Humaniter
Bapa Suci tidak menghindari konflik spesifik. Dia 
membahas perang yang sedang berlangsung di 
Ukraina dan Timur Tengah, serta meningkatnya 
ketegangan di Venezuela, secara khusus mencatat 
operasi militer AS di sana.

Dia mengeluarkan permohonan untuk 
penghormatan terhadap hukum humaniter 
internasional, menekankan bahwa perlindungan warga 
sipil dan infrastruktur penting—seperti rumah sakit dan 
rumah—harus diutamakan daripada ambisi militer. 
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"Kita tidak bisa mengabaikan bahwa penghancuran 
rumah sakit, infrastruktur energi, rumah, dan 
tempat-tempat penting untuk kehidupan sehari-hari 
merupakan pelanggaran serius," dia memperingatkan.

Perubahan "Orwellian" dalam Budaya
Selain geopolitik, Paus Leo XIV mengalihkan 
perhatiannya ke budaya Barat, mengkritik apa yang dia 
sebut sebagai "bahasa gaya Orwellian baru." Dia 
berpendapat bahwa dalam upaya untuk menjadi 
inklusif, wacana modern secara paradoks "mengucilkan 
mereka yang tidak menyesuaikan diri dengan ideologi 
yang mendorongnya."

Dia menghubungkan ambiguitas linguistik ini 
dengan serangan yang lebih luas terhadap kebebasan 
beragama dan hati nurani. Paus membela hak untuk 
keberatan hati nurani, terutama untuk pekerja 
kesehatan yang menolak berpartisipasi dalam aborsi 
atau euthanasia, dan bagi mereka yang menolak wajib 
militer. Dia selanjutnya mengutuk komersialisasi 
kehidupan manusia, dengan keras menolak surogasi 
sebagai pelanggaran martabat ibu dan anak.

Dua Kota
Membingkai pandangan dunianya melalui lensa City of 
God dari St. Agustinus, Paus Leo menarik perbedaan 
antara "Kota Tuhan," yang dicirikan oleh amal, dan 
"kota duniawi," yang didefinisikan oleh "nafsu untuk 
mendominasi" dan cinta diri. Dia menyarankan bahwa 
ketidakstabilan global saat ini berasal dari dorongan 
"duniawi" ini untuk kekuasaan dan kesombongan, 
mendesak para diplomat untuk sebaliknya membangun 
masyarakat yang didasarkan pada kebenaran dan 
keadilan.

Pidato tersebut menetapkan nada yang berbeda 
untuk masa kepausan baru, menandakan bahwa 
Vatikan akan terus menjadi kritikus vokal terhadap 
agresi militer dan apa yang dilihatnya sebagai 
otoritarianisme budaya di Barat.

On Sunday, January 25, 2026, the Catholic Church celebrates the Third Sunday 
in Ordinary Time. This day is also known as the Sunday of the Word of God, a 
special time to celebrate how God speaks to us through the Bible.

📖 The Story: "The Great Invitation"

The readings today tell us about how Jesus started his big mission to help the 
world.

● A Bright Flashlight: The first reading (from Isaiah) says that people were 
walking in the dark, but then they saw a huge, bright light. That light is 
Jesus! He came to bring joy and make everything bright again.

● The Call by the Sea: In the Gospel, Jesus is walking along the beach. He 
sees Peter and Andrew, who are fishermen, throwing their nets into the 
water.

● Fishers of Men: Jesus calls out to them, "Follow me, and I will make you 
fishers of men!" * The Big "Yes": Peter, Andrew, James, and John didn't 
say, "Wait a minute" or "Maybe later." They dropped their nets right away 
and followed Jesus to help him share God's love.

📖 Summary: The Big Catch

The stories today show us that Jesus is like a bright light that helps everyone see 
the way to God.

● A Great Light: The first reading tells us that people who were living in a 
"dark" or sad place saw a huge, bright light. That light is Jesus! He comes 
to bring joy, like the feeling of a big harvest or a giant celebration.

● The Special Invitation: In the Gospel, Jesus is walking by the Sea of 
Galilee. He sees some brothers, Peter and Andrew, who are busy catching 
fish. Jesus calls out to them: "Follow me, and I will make you fishers of 
men!" * Ready to Go: Peter, Andrew, and then two more brothers, James 
and John, didn't wait around. They left their nets and their boats right away 
to follow Jesus and help Him tell the world about God’s love.

🌟 The Main Theme: "Following the Light"

The big lesson for children today is that Jesus invites YOU to be on His team!

1. Jesus is our Flashlight: Sometimes we feel scared or don't know what to 
do (like being in the dark). Jesus is the light that shows us how to be kind 
and happy.

2. "Fishing" for People: Being a "fisher of men" doesn't mean using a real 
fishing pole! It means "catching" people’s hearts by showing them love and 
inviting them to know Jesus.

3. Being a Team: St. Paul tells us in the second reading that we shouldn't 
argue or be on different "sides." We are all on Team Jesus, working 
together like parts of one body.

🌟 The Main Theme: "Jesus Calls My Name"

The big lesson for children today is that Jesus wants you on His team!

1. Leaving the "Nets" Behind: Just like the fishermen left their nets, we can 
leave behind things like grumpiness or selfishness to follow Jesus.

2. Catching People with Love: Being a "fisher of men" means "catching" 
people’s hearts. We don't use hooks or nets; we use kindness, smiles, 
and helping hands to bring people to God’s family.

3. One Big Family: St. Paul tells us today that we should all get along. Since 
we are all on Team Jesus, we should try our best not to argue and to be 
great teammates to each other.

🎨 Craft Idea: The "Heart-Fisher" Net

To remember today's story, you can make a simple "fishing net":

● The Net: Use a mesh fruit bag (like the ones oranges come in) or draw a 
grid on a piece of paper.

● The Fish: Cut out small paper fish.
● The Mission: On each fish, write the name of a friend or family member.
● The Activity: Place the fish in the "net" and say a little prayer for each 

person, asking Jesus to help you show them His light this week!

💡 Something to Talk About

Ask your child: "If Jesus walked into our house today and said, 'Follow me,' what 
kind thing would he want us to do first?"

Quick Activity: Have your child practice their "Fast Yes." When you 
ask them to help with something small today, they can say "Yes, just 
like the Apostles!" and do it right away.
