● Matthew 11:2–11: In this passage, John the 

Baptist, while imprisoned, sends his disciples 
to ask Jesus if he is the one who is to come. 
Jesus responds by pointing to the signs of his 
messiahship, which are the very signs 
mentioned in Isaiah—the blind see, the lame 
walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, 
the dead are raised, and the poor have the 
gospel preached to them.

First Reading

the blind and the ears of the deaf, the lame 
leaping, and the tongue of the mute singing. 

Responsorial Psalm
● Psalm 146:6–7, 8–9a, 9bc–10: This psalm 

celebrates God as the creator who is faithful 
and brings justice to the oppressed, gives 
food to the hungry, and protects the stranger, 
the widow, and the orphan. 

Second Reading
● James 5:7–10: This letter advises believers to 

be patient "until the coming of the Lord," 
comparing the wait to a farmer waiting for the 
precious fruit of the earth. It encourages them 
to establish their hearts, as the coming of the 
Lord is near. 

Gospel
● Matthew 11:2–11: In this passage, John the 

Baptist, while imprisoned, sends his disciples 
to ask Jesus if he is the one who is to come. 
Jesus responds by pointing to the signs of his 
messiahship, which are the very signs 
mentioned in Isaiah—the blind see, the lame 
walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, 
the dead are raised, and the poor have the 
gospel preached to them. 

Overall Theme
● Patient expectation and joyful hope: The 

readings together emphasize the need for 
patience while awaiting Christ's second 
coming, highlighting the signs of his first 
coming that bring hope and joy to a weary 
world.

Pada hari Senin, 24 November 2025, selama 
liburan Thanksgiving, dua belas anggota KKIOC (anak-anak 
dan remaja, bersama ayah mereka) mengikuti perjalanan 
menarik ke Tempat Pembuangan Sampah Frank R.

● Isaiah 35:1–6a, 10: This passage describes

It speaks of the opening of the eyes of 
the blind and the ears of the deaf, the lame 
leaping, and the tongue of the mute singing. 

Responsorial Psalm
● Psalm 146:6–7, 8–9a, 9bc–10: This psalm 

celebrates God as the creator who is faithful 
and brings justice to the oppressed, gives 
food to the hungry, and protects the stranger, 
the widow, and the orphan. 

Second Reading
● James 5:7–10: This letter advises believers to 

be patient "until the coming of the Lord," 
comparing the wait to a farmer waiting for the 
precious fruit of the earth. It encourages them 
to establish their hearts, as the coming of the 
Lord is near. 

Gospel
● Matthew 11:2–11: In this passage, John the 

Baptist, while imprisoned, sends his disciples 
to ask Jesus if he is the one who is to come. 
Jesus responds by pointing to the signs of his 
messiahship, which are the very signs 
mentioned in Isaiah—the blind see, the lame 
walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, 
the dead are raised, and the poor have the 
gospel preached to them. 

Overall Theme
● Patient expectation and joyful hope: The 

readings together emphasize the need for 
patience while awaiting Christ's second 
coming, highlighting the signs of his first 
coming that bring hope and joy to a weary 
world.
