The Solemnity of the Ascension: 
Our Hope in the Heavens

The Solemnity of the Ascension of the Lord marks a 
pivotal moment in the life of the Church. It is not merely 
a "goodbye" to Jesus’ earthly ministry, but a glorious 
"new beginning" for the Body of Christ. Forty days after 
the Resurrection, we celebrate Christ returning to the 
Father, taking our human nature into the heart of the 
Divine.

What Does the Ascension Mean for Us?

The Ascension is more than a historical event recorded 
in the Acts of the Apostles; it is a fundamental mystery 
of our faith that carries profound implications for our 
daily lives:

● Our Humanity in Heaven: When Jesus 
ascended, He didn't leave His humanity behind. 
He brought our human nature into the presence 
of God. This gives us the ultimate hope that 
where He has gone, we are called to follow.

● The Promise of the Holy Spirit: Jesus told His 
disciples, "It is better for you that I go." His 
return to the Father was the necessary prelude 
to the outpouring of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, 
empowering the Church to continue His 
mission.

1. A Special Gift is Coming (The Gospel)
Jesus is talking to his best friends, the disciples. He tells 
them He has to go away for a little while, but He promises 
they won’t be alone.
