What are the readings and theme for the Catholic 

mass on April 12, 2026

On Sunday, April 12, 2026, the Catholic Church 
celebrates Divine Mercy Sunday (the Second Sunday of 
Easter). As it is a "Year A" in the liturgical cycle, the 
readings focus heavily on the early Church’s communal 
life and the foundational peace offered by the Risen 
Christ.

The Readings

● First Reading: Acts 2:42–47 – Describes the 
early Christian community devoted to the 
"breaking of bread," prayer, and sharing all things 
in common.

● Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 118 – "Give thanks 
to the Lord for he is good, his love is everlasting." 
(Often translated as "His mercy endures forever.")

● Second Reading: 1 Peter 1:3–9 – Highlights the 
"new birth into a living hope" through the 
Resurrection and the refining of faith through 
trials.

● Gospel: John 20:19–31 – Jesus appears to the 
disciples in the locked room, breathes the Holy 
Spirit upon them (instituting the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation), and later invites "Doubting 
Thomas" to touch his wounds.

Key Themes

The central message of the day is that God's mercy is 
the ultimate response to human fear and doubt.

● From Fear to Peace: The Gospel begins with 
disciples hiding behind locked doors "for fear." 
Jesus enters not with a rebuke, but with the gift of 
Shalom (Peace). This signifies that the 
Resurrection overcomes every barrier we build 
around our hearts.

● The Power of Forgiveness: By giving the 
disciples the power to forgive sins, Jesus 
establishes Divine Mercy as the primary mission 
of the Church.

● Woundedness as a Bridge: To help Thomas 
believe, Jesus shows his wounds. This teaches 
that our own wounds and doubts aren't obstacles 
to God, but the very places where we encounter 
His mercy.

● Communal Mercy: The reading from Acts shows 
that experiencing the Resurrection leads to a 
tangible "mercy in action"—a community where 
members look after one another’s needs so that 
no one is left behind.

Pro-Tip: If you are preparing a bulletin or a 
talk, the phrase "My Lord and my God!" 
(John 20:28) is the peak liturgical moment of 
this Sunday—it represents the move from 
skeptical observation to personal relationship.

For Sunday, April 12, 2026, the Catholic Church 
celebrates Divine Mercy Sunday (also known as the 
Second Sunday of Easter).

The overarching theme of the readings is the 
transformative power of God’s mercy and the transition 
from fear and doubt to a life of "living hope" through the 
Resurrection.

1. The Gospel: From Fear to Peace (John 
20:19–31)
The central narrative is the appearance of the Risen 
Christ to his disciples.

● The Gift of Peace: Jesus enters the locked room 
where the disciples are hiding in fear and says, 
"Peace be with you." This isn't just a greeting; it's 
a restoration of their spirits.

● Institution of Reconciliation: He breathes on 
them, giving them the Holy Spirit and the authority 
to forgive sins—establishing the foundation for the 
Sacrament of Mercy.

● Thomas’s Doubt: The famous "Doubting 
Thomas" episode highlights the struggle of faith. 
Jesus does not condemn Thomas for his doubt 
but offers his wounds as proof, leading to the 
profound confession: "My Lord and my God!"

2. First Reading: The Mercy of Community 
(Acts 2:42–47)
This passage describes the "infant Church" in Jerusalem. 
The theme here is mercy in action. The early Christians 
lived with "one heart," sharing their possessions so that 
no one was in need. Their communal life—breaking bread 
and praying together—is presented as the ideal fruit of a 
people who have experienced the Resurrection.

3. Second Reading: A Living Hope (1 Peter 
1:3–9)
St. Peter writes about the "new birth" given to believers. 
Even though they may suffer "various trials," their faith is 
being refined like gold.

● The Invisible Beloved: Peter acknowledges that 
the faithful love Christ without having seen him 
physically, mirroring Jesus’s words to Thomas: 
"Blessed are those who have not seen and have 
believed."

4. Responsorial Psalm (Psalm 118)
The refrain for this Sunday is consistently: "Give thanks 
to the Lord for he is good, his love is everlasting." (In 
many translations, "his mercy endures forever.") It serves 
as a victory shout, celebrating that the "stone which the 
builders rejected"—Jesus—has become the cornerstone 
of our faith.

Summary of the Message
The 2026 readings invite you to move past your own 
"locked doors" of fear or doubt. They emphasize that 
Mercy is not just a feeling, but a person (Jesus) and a 
way of life (the community of believers).

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Historical Context
● The First Version: The original image was 

painted by Eugene Kazimirowski in 1934 in 
Vilnius (modern-day Lithuania) under the direct 
supervision of St. Faustina.

● The Most Famous Version: While your image 
is a modern digital or canvas print, the most 
widely recognized version of this painting was 
created by Adolf Hyła in 1943 for the Sanctuary 
of Divine Mercy in Kraków-Łagiewniki.

● Divine Mercy Sunday: Pope John Paul II 
officially established the Sunday after Easter as 
"Divine Mercy Sunday" in the year 2000, which 
is when this image is most prominently 
displayed in Catholic churches worldwide.

The Purpose
The primary message of the image is meant to be one 
of trust. The devotion encourages believers to believe 
that God's mercy is greater than any sin, and the image 
serves as a visual reminder of that "vessel" of grace.

This image is a contemporary rendering of the Divine 
Mercy, a popular Catholic devotion based on the 
reported visions of St. Faustina Kowalska, a Polish 
nun, in the 1930s.

According to her diary, Jesus appeared to her and 
requested that an image be painted of him exactly as 
she saw him, with the specific signature: "Jesus, I 
trust in You."

Key Symbolism in the Image
The details in the painting are not merely artistic 
choices; they carry specific theological meanings:

● The Two Rays: The most striking feature is the 
two large rays of light emanating from Jesus' 
heart.

○ The Pale/Blue Ray: Represents Water, 
which symbolizes the sacraments of 
Baptism and the Gift of the Holy Spirit 
(justification).

○ The Red Ray: Represents Blood, 
symbolizing the Eucharist and the 
sacrifice of the Cross.

● The Right Hand: Raised in a gesture of 
blessing, similar to how a priest blesses a 
congregation.

● The Left Hand: Points toward his heart, the 
source of the rays and his mercy.

● The Wounds: You can see the wounds of the 
Crucifixion on his hands and feet, indicating this 
is the Risen Christ appearing to the Apostles in 
the Upper Room (as described in the Gospel of 
John).

● The Gaze: St. Faustina noted that Jesus’ gaze 
from this image should be like "his gaze from 
the Cross"—one of compassion and 
forgiveness.
